12And having been warned by God in a dream not 
to return to Herod, the magi left for their own country by another way.

He was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him (2:3) 

Gold – The Devotion Of The Wise Men            
1. They Focused On Christ 

We saw  His star in the east and have come to worship Him (2:2) 

2. They Surrendered In Worship 
They fell to the ground and worshiped Him. Then, opening their 

treasures, they presented to Him gifts of gold, frankincense, and 
myrrh. (2:11) 

Result: A Joyful Christmas 
When they saw the star, they rejoiced exceedingly with great joy (2:10)
